AND MORE!

Before I left for vacation last month, someone approached me with 
a question about High Holidays: Rabbi, why all the pageantry? Why 
make such a big deal every year? Setting up and breaking down, 
welcoming and signing in, getting dressed 
in white and there on time, worrying about 
where we will sit...Aren’t we overdoing it? 
Isn’t God there every day, not just at the 
holidays?

A fair question! Does Hashem really need 
our High Holiday schvitz? 

Having just returned from Italy, where David and I ingested the 
Italian spirit of beauty, pleasure, and delight in life, I got some clues. 
In Italy, where wine flows like the joyous, fluid lifestyle, I got a bet-
ter understanding of the connection between   (grace, charm) and 
"$#! (the second of God’s 13 names of mercy that we call upon 
during High Holidays.) What do charm and compassion have to do 
with one another? 

In our movement of Jewish Renewal we follow the Chasidic lineage 
and approach, in which all aspects of life are called upon to serve 
Hashem. Ultimately, we are not separate entities but parts of the 
Whole, which we speak of and worship AS IF we were separate. 
The Chasidic Rebbes understood that all of the work of spirituality is 
for the goal of uniting with Hashem, our Divine Source. They even 
likened our attraction to and union with God to that which human 
lovers have with one another.

The Talmud says: “A woman must not ask her husband to come to 
bed, but rather, to beautify herself.” This is understood metaphori-
cally as the language of sacred approach. Like a lover, we must 
prepare ourselves by making ourselves beautiful. In his inimical 
way, Reb Zalman teaches how important it is to entice the Beloved: 
If we ask our lover to come to bed in our T-shirts, or with whining, 
kvetchy faces, what a turn-off it would be! Likewise in our davenen 
(prayers), likened to a tryst with God, we invite God with beauty and 
grace.

Rebbe Nachman of Bratslov asked: “Why are our prayers not 
accepted? Because they lack   (chen) charm, beauty!” When we

beautify ourselves and our space, when we let charm 
and graciousness flow to ourselves and to others, 
we are creating an environment where "$#! (God of 
compassion) is invited in. In this way we open the 
door to union, the highest form of love-making, with 
our Divine Source. 

So join in! Let’s prepare ourselves, our space, and our 
community for the deepest spiritual intimacy 
imaginable. The High Holidays afford us the most 
incredible opportunity for self purification, self 
transformation, and the deepest form of joy we can 
experience. 

We do this by creating  , grace and beauty.....

—In our space (by helping set up our prayer stations, 
our ark, our art, our welcoming tables, and bringing a 
beautiful attitude into our sanctuary.)
—In our relationships (by clearing up our baggage, 
apologizing, expressing our appreciation to one 
another, and generally, by being loving.)
—In our offerings (acts of kindness, helpfulness, 
tzedakah, talent, creative ideas, welcoming guests, 
etc.)
—and our personal intentions, all which start now!

Maybe Hashem doesn’t need our schvitz, but we do! 
This year may we open the gates of compassion for 
our families and our world by creating   , grace and 
beauty, and may we be graced with deep intimacy 
with Hashem and one another!

Chevra Kadisha (Jewish Burial Society) that reÿects 
the diversity and spirit of our community.  From the 
time of death, until burial, the body is cared for by 
loving volunteers.  First, the body is washed and 
puriþed in a ritual called tahara.  Then a vigil, called 
shmira, is maintained until burial, with Chevra 
Kadisha members praying, reading psalms, or 
meditating, to help the soul’s transition.We serve 
any Jew, regardless of afþliation.  Although we 
are an all-volunteer group, we do have operating 
expenses and we depend on donations from 
families and the community to keep going.  We 
recommend a donation of $108/family for these 
services, but no one is ever turned away.  Please 
consider the Boulder Chevra Kadisha when 
providing donations to the Jewish community.  We 
also are actively seeking volunteers to help us with 
these mitzvot.

“Human Rights and Women’s Rights in 
Islam” A keynote address by 

Dr. Shirin Ebadi

Dr. Shirin Ebadi, is an Iranian human rights activist, 
lawyer and the 2003 Nobel peace laureate.  She has 
spoken out strongly against discrimination and 
injustice in her country, at times despite great risk to 
her own safety. In 2000, she spent a month in solitary 
conþnement as a result of defending the family of a 
student killed by the police in protests in Tehran. Her 
principal arena is the struggle for basic human rights 
and the fundamental value that political power in a 
community must be built on democratic elections. 
She favors dialogue as the best path to changing 
attitudes and resolving conÿict, and as a conscious 
Muslim believes there is no conÿict between Islam 
and fundamental human rights. A symposium 
sponsored by the Naropa University Peace Studies 
Department and the Cordoba Initiative
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Welcome to another year in the life of Nevei Kodesh...

Exciting news! As I write this we are close to signing 
a lease on our first “home,” at 3269 28th St. (between 
Glenwood and Iris, above the Dairy Queen.) This NK 
center will house our offices, as well as classes, meetings 
and events that are 60 people or less.   So while we’d still 
have Friday night services and High Holidays (or other 
large events) at our other rental sites, most of our activity 
would finally be centered in one place.  

We are submitting a permit application to install 
an automated lift that would make the space fully 
accessible.  Our lease will not be implemented if we 
cannot make the space completely accessible for all, as 
inclusiveness is a core value we hold, and part of our 
mission.   Assuming that it comes through, we would 
install the lift and then we’d have an “official” opening 
and welcome ceremony.   We are hopeful this will be by 
late October or November.  At that point, we would also 
start having open office hours during the week, among 
other events.  This is a chance for any of you who want 
to learn more about community, offer feedback, discuss 
your membership, or simply shmooze, to come in and see 
me or other staff members.  I am really looking forward 
to being able to have a central place that we all work, and 
being more accessible for face-to-face encounters. 

That said, we are moving head with several new and 
exciting programs this fall.   Among them:
Å Monthly family education program called Bayit Katan 
“Little House of Learning”  (See page 9)
Å Monthly Teen Torah Study (see page 3)
Å Monthly program for for families of babies/toddlers
Å Monthly social gatherings at area restaurants
Å Couplehood as a Spiritual Path (see page 3)

Assuming we do get our space, some other programs in 
the works include:
Å Beginning Hebrew classes
Å Courses taught on Judaic topics by some of our well-
educated and talented members
Å Drop in òsalonsó to discuss issues related to faith
Å Movie nights
Å Meditation opportunities
and much, much more!  
 

Finally, as we are in the period of Elul, I ask forgiveness 
from any of you I may have inadvertently hurt in any 
way.  Please let me know if you need to discuss any 
personal concerns.   I also pray that we all have deep, rich 
davvening  in the weeks to come, and that we are able to 
transform and grow this year, both individually and as a 
community.

These are interesting times. These are also times of great 
opportunity for us at Nevei Kodesh. We have redefined 
our Vision and Mission statements, created six goals for 
our communities Strategic Plan and have made inroads 
into accomplishing these goals, all in the past year.

In particular, we began Beiteynu, “A Home of Our Own,” 
and our Capital Campaign prior to the economic changes 
that have occurred and are now in a position to move 
forward with the first phase of Beiteynu, “A Home of Our 
Own”while other congregations are contracting.

These goals are intended to expand our community both 
internally and externally, to allow us to grow in all aspects 
both from within our community and from outside our 
community.

As stated in our first goal - “We will foster a community 
culture of belonging, caring, generosity, volunteerism, and 
social action (Tikkun Olam).” Our culture is the glue that 
keeps us together, allows others to find us, and join us 
bringing their special gifts to our community as we give 
our gifts to them. For this to truly occur at the level that 
our community wishes, we must ALL be involved.

My family and I were first introduced to CNK at a “lay-led” 
service in North Boulder Park three years ago, and were 
given one of the warmest welcomes ever experienced 
(the dancing was “new” to me but I went with the flow). 
We joined CNK because of the High Holiday experience: 
both religiously/spiritually, and community (my 4-month 
old son was held by a community of “new relatives” we 
had just met as we all worshipped together).

I, personally, have served on multiple committees, served 
on the Board, participated services and programs, and 
volunteered at many events since joining. I can honestly 
tell you that I have received more in so many ways, than I 
have given of my time and efforts.

One thing I have noticed is that there “appears” to be 
a smaller group of the community that is doing a great 
majority of the volunteering for committees, events and 
services. Each of us has an obligation as part of our 
membership to volunteer a small number of hours per 
year. This not only offsets the financial costs to the com-
munity of hiring outside help, it actually helps build our 
culture and cohesiveness inside our community.

Å Our building search evaluated many properties and we are 
now closer than ever to acquiring a “Home of Our Own.”
Å Our Capital Campaign was energized until the economic cli-
mate changed, and we successfully adapted a plan to address 
these changes, keeping our campaign on target and moving 
forward.
Å The Membership Committee is re-energized and our Shabbat 
Across Boulder County events sparked more connections 
within our community, and attracted new members which has 
exceeded our growth expectations.
Å A new Chavurah for young and expecting parents was 
awarded a two year grant by the Rose foundation. This pro-
vides meaningful Jewish Teachings, Music and Singing, and 
an opportunity for other Jewish families in Boulder to meet and 
socialize.
Å Our website now has a members area where you can man-
age your Nevei Kodesh account, engage in social networking 
and there is a calendar that is easily shared among members 
and staff which 
centralizes the planning of services and events.
Å An amazing FUNraiser was hosted that lifted our spirits as we 
joined together in an evening of cultural entertainment, danc-
ing and great food to reach our financial goal for maintaining 
operations next year.

Although the most rewarding experience has been getting to 
know this community, and your support while carrying out my 
responsibilities. After our relocation I hope to remain in touch 
and continue helping our growth in anyway possible.

I also encourage you to journey with your children through 
mountains, valleys and streams of Torah. Engage in meaning-
ful conversations, try to find answers to difficult questions, 
and look into words and passages that seem to be old.  It is 
through the eyes of your children that you will explore, expe-
rience and discover meaningful connections that will make 
this year newer, brighter and better than any other.

Just a reminder that our semester begins Sept. 13 (with CTR 
adventure starting Aug. 30) so please get in your registra-
tion forms before then.  Remember that this year we have 
a fourth and new program - Bayit Katan (“Little House of 
Learning”), a monthly family education program.  I’m happy 
to answer any questions about any of our programs.
